The vision of the IDB remains “To ensure every diaper wearing 
individual in the state of Idaho has access to the diapers and 
diapering supplies they need to remain clean, dry, and healthy.” 

• Surpassed 2 million diapers early in the year 

• Kimberly Clark-Huggies donated a semi-load of 360k 
donated diapers in September  

• Eastern Idaho Diaper Bank Alliance formed for expansion 
into Idaho Falls with 60,000 diapers delivered to date 

• 32 cloth diapering kits given to moms 

• Purchased over $64k diapers, wipes and pull-ups  

• 523k diapers, wipes and adult incontinence products donated to IDB
